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|. INTRODUCTION

1. UIA 2005 Istanbul: XXII™ World Congress of Architecture
The International Union of Architects (UIA), representing over a million
architects from nearly 100 countries, is the premier organization for
cooperation and interaction among professional associations of architects
worldwide. Organised every three years since 1948, the UIA World
Congresses are congregational platforms where current issues of
architecture, urbanism and environment are addressed. The Congress
resembles the United Nations’ Habitat Conference in scope and size; an
average of 7 000 people per day attend its week-long events, including the
side programmes. The upcoming XXlInd Congress will take place in 2005
in Istanbul, to be hosted by the Chamber of Architects of Turkey from 3 to
7 July.

2. Congress Theme

The UIA 2005 Istanbul congress will convene to discuss the

%Iobal agenda of architecture under the theme CITIES: Grand
azaar of ArchitectureS. This theme builds upon a

concept that is so natural and yet equally tense and contradictory for

the profession. ‘Bazaar’ as a metaphor, accommodates both positive

and negative connotations. The positive aspects are plurality, unity in

diversity, competition in solidarity and festivity, while their negative

counterparts point to commercialisation, commodification, fierce

consumerism, and chaos.

The theme evokes, in all of its metaphoric manifestations, the

cultural and economic dimensions of cities—namely of market, capital,
investment, and exchange. Architecture is first and foremost a
cultural capltal, the most tangible one, precipitating and solidly
materialising in cities. If cities are the marketplace of such an invaluable

resource, the need for their careful design and management is pressing.

In spite of the overwhelming amount of funds allocated for the
construction and rehabilitation of cities (more than half of national
investments), the end result is often a low quality living/working
environment due to the lack of expertise, creative thinking, and
consideration for social justice. The challenge of the profession
facing new tasks in city building and maintenance remains to be
explored in the cross-disciplinary identity of architecture, namely in its
unique blend of art and science facing social responsibility.

3. The Strugcture and Target Audience of the_ Congress
The idea of a ‘Dazaar’ or ‘marketplace’ asa ‘forum’ in
which ideas are exchanged, discussed and where they compete for
recognition shapes the structure as much as the content of the
Congress. The Congress activities are organised to allow public
interaction in Istanbul’s ‘Congress Valley.” The Congress aims to
provide a forum on all aspects of cities that the theme suggests,
enabling contacts with a wide range of interest groups —decision and
policy makers, producers and consumers. Participants from
diverse disciplines and professions besides the theory and practice of
architecture are expected to discuss the cultural and economic
dimensions of cities. Concerned individuals, institutions and students
from the allied professions of planning, design and engineering, as well
as from the related fields of social and environmental sciences; and all
artists, intellectuals, authors and media people who think and produce
on cities are invited to meet in Istanbul in the summer of 2005.

4. Mission of the Congress

The Scientific Committee of the XXlInd UIA World Congress of
Architecture sees the 2005 meeting in Istanbul as an opportunity to
review the global agenda o? architecture. buring past
decades, the agendas of world architecture have recurrently focused on
the concept of sustainable development, with cultural and hio-
diversity taken as the basis of humanity. Today, against the
background of natural disasters and global violence, we are ever more
aware that our plural worlds are not immune to risks escalating
globally on this singular planet. It is this awareness of threats to affect
everyone without discrimination that clusters the utopian proposals of
today around the interrelated themes of ecology and democracy. The
emergence of a “Utopian ecological democracy” is said to be
the essence of a responsible modernism.

How does architecture take part in this debate? The extent of
ecological destruction, moral depression and aesthetic poverty caused
by short-sighted decisions and irresponsible building practices compel
architects to take stronger positions in their discipline and
professmn. The growing gap between aspired values and pressing
realities has already placed architecture in a position that is critical not
only of the developments beyond its control, but also of its internal
problems and own performance.

The UIA 2005 Congress in Istanbul ventures to

provide a TOFUIM where world architects can openly share their
successes and failures, resistances and submissions, experiences and
visions. World architects will exchange ideas in a ‘marketplace’
designed for this congress, bringing the priorities of different
geographies and cultures together in one forum. With the awareness of
belonging to a profession that constructs the spaces for life, architects
will endeavour to establish new links with the decision makers,
producers, and consumers of cities worldwide.

The thematic structure of the Congress is inspired by the magnificent
traditions of spaces for interaction and exchange throughout the world. The
grand bazaar or marketplace, bearing the image of the diversity as well
as the solidarity of old-time merchants, suggests a free circulation of
ideas, a nurturing dialogue toward collective interest and responsibility.
At the same time, this metaphor of ‘bazaar’ —open or closed, local or global,
real or virtual- is expected to inspire incisive criticisms and
arguments against the prevailing market mechanisms that
transform human relationships into simple commodities.

The Congress will take place in Istanbul’s ‘Congress Valley’ which will be structured along the concept of a bazaar, including both alternative events and
conventional congress sessions. Participants can select the mode of participation that is most appropriate for their contribution, and send an abstract
or outline accordingly (see Submission Requirements below). Following a blind peer-review process, the Scientific Committee may suggest to
participants other forms of participation in order to enhance the effectiveness of the submission. Options include the following:

1. PAPERS

Apart from plenary sessions reserved for keynoters, parallel
sessions will be organised (with paper duration of 20 minutes).
Research papers that offer theoretical perspectives on the
congress themes are welcome. Equally welcome are the
presentation of case studies and descriptions of projects or built
works that illustrate any of the themes introduced in this
document.

2. DISPLAYS

Indoor and outdoor exhibits that describe a research or case
study, present a project, elucidate a point of view, an impression,
a utopian idea, etc. will be substantial ingredients of this
Congress. Forum sessions can be organised around the material
to be displayed (see 3. a, b, c).

2.1. Poster Presentations

In addition to poster exhibitions in the lobbies, outdoor displays
will be set up to define the open circulation and meeting spaces
of Congress Valley.

2.2. Multi-media Shows

Slides, CD, DVD, and VCD type contributions, not to exceed 10
minutes, will be shown continuously on the the Congress screens
and monitors.

3. FORUM ACTIVITIES

The physical setup of Congress Valley is planned to house
interactive activity nodes, both indoors and outdoors:

3.1. Topical Meetings

These are full or half day sessions such as design charettes,
workshops, panel discussions or mini symposia reserved for
subject-specific interest groups developing ideas and solutions
on a particular theme. If requested, their resolutions will be
presented to a wider audience as a post congress follow-up.
Workshops that produce declaration drafts of the Congress, or
programmes and manifestoes on a specific theme, will have a
20-minute presentation during the last day of the Congress.

3.2. Chat Rooms

These are physical gathering rooms where participants can
present and discuss their subject or hold interview sessions with
a registered audience. Chat groups may range between 30-50
participants. Exhibition of the related display items in the same
room is encouraged. Translation to requested languages will be
offered at cost.

3.3. Speakers’ Corners

Focal points in ‘Congress Valley’ where contributors will be given
a pre-allocated or spontaneous time slice of 15 minutes
maximum to talk in any language on any subject pertinent to the
Congress programme.

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IV. SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

1. PAPERS

Paper proposals for oral presentation require submission of
ABSTRACTS in English. Oral presentations during the Congress
can be in one of these 5 languages: English, French, Spanish,
Russian and Turkish. The length of abstracts must be between
300-400 words. One image may be included in jpg format.
Full-length papers will later be asked between 2000-4000 words.
Each image, graphic or table will count for 200 words.

2. DISPLAYS

Proposals for display options require submission of OUTLINES in
English, between 200-300 words.

Up to 2 images may be included in jpg format. The standards for
final presentations will be communicated.

3. FORUM ACTIVITIES

Proposals for forum sessions require submission of ABSTRACTS
and/or OUTLINES in English, between 200-400 words. The
outlines must define the scenarios and moderators or topic chairs
of the proposed sessions.

4. REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL SUBMISSIONS

for each author or presenter. Participants are requested to specify
which subject heading their submission fits under, so that the
organisers can group the proposals meaningfully.

Jury Members / YneHbl xtopu:

The design for the UIA 2005 Istanbul Congress logo was selected
through an international competition on the Internet that began in
February 2003. Organised by the Chamber of Architects of
Turkey, the competition demonstrated very favourable results at
its close in May. During the three months of competition, over
250 000 visits to the competition web site were recorded from 92
countries, and a total of 790 logos were submitted from 53
different countries. The jury’s choice of 5 honourable mentions,
in addition to the 3 prizes provided for, was a symbolic way of
showing gratitude for the high level of interest in the competition.

This competition was the first in the series of promotional events
organised for UIA 2005 Istanbul by the CAT. Apart from
establishing the Congress’ “event identity” it aimed at promoting
the congress beyond the architectural circle, to the entire world.
For this reason, no professional or age restrictions were placed
on the competition, which differed from customary competitions
not only because it was held exclusively on the Internet, but also
because the competitors themselves participated in the judging
process. The preliminary selection of entries was made by votes
cast on the Internet by the participants. Nonetheless, the jury
reserved the right to re-assess any eliminated work and present it
as a candidate for an award.

A considerable number of competitors from abroad chose to
represent Turkey, Istanbul, and the grand bazaar theme in their
entries. To this end, they predominantly used crescent, dome,
minaret and covered bazaar images. However, the jury tended
away from the use of literal images in the logo projects. Other
entries that maintained the abstract foundation of the design
discipline but presented alternatives to the official UIA logo were
also eliminated by the jury. Among the aspects that distinguished
the winning logo from the other designs were its strong
geometric construction and suitability to variation, which
architects would not find difficult to adopt.

During the jury meeting, Suha Ozkan, President of the Congress,
described how multiple meanings could be read into the logo: the
triangle can represent architecture through its sharp, balanced,
and yet dynamic form; it also makes a distant allusion to the
fundamentals of architecture (firmness, commodity and delight).
Its additional merits include the fact that all the necessary words
(UIA 2005 Istanbul) are delicately arranged, and the congress
theme is also integrated, without cluttering the whole. The
patchwork design of the triangle not only symbolises the
concepts of polyphony and pluralism, values that have been
exalted in the congress theme, but when examined in detail, the
lines and the central void might well be read as urban elements
like streets and a square. *Aydan Balamir
