AUSTRALIA: JOHN DAVIDSON (1926-2021)

John Davidson, former National President of the Australian Institute of Architects, passed away on

29 July 2021, at the age of 95. J. Davidson’s career at the UIA began in 1978 as Region IV Council

member(1981-85), later Region IV Vice President (1985–87). Awarded the Order of Australia (AM) for

“services to the architectural profession” in 1985 and the President’s Prize in 1993 for his outstanding

contribution to architecture in Victoria, colleague Robert Caulfield recalled a “kind and softly spoken

gentleman who … lived and breathed architecture.” The Union extends its condolences to J. Davidson’s

family and colleagues.
