Brazilian architect Paulo Mendes Da Rocha has won the 2021 UIA Gold Medal for lifetime achievement.
The jury, which met virtually on 21 April 2021, also selected the winners of the Robert Matthew Prize for
Sustainable and Humane Environments to Francis Kéré (Burkina Faso); the Jean Tschumi Prize for
Architectural Writing to Dogan Kuban (Turkey); the Auguste Perret Prize for Technology in Architecture
to Anupama Kundoo (India) and to Rudy Ricciotti (France); the Patrick Abercrombie Prize for Urban
Planning and Design to Joan Busquets i Grau (Spain); and the Vassilis Sgoutas Prize for Implemented
Architecture Serving the Impoverished to Nadia Tromp (South Africa), David Kaunitz and Ka Wai Yeung
(Australia), and Jiansong Lu (China). The jury also awarded Biuro Projektéw Lewicki Latak (Poland) and

Brinda Somaya (India) Honourable Mentions for the Vassilis Sgoutas Prize.
